You
are encouraged to participate in developing public awareness by creating excellent paintings and exhibiting in national and
regional OPA competitions. To join, complete the application form and submit two recent images of your work.

ELIGIBILITY: All artists working in the oil medium, in any representational style, and are residents of North America.
(Please refer to OPA By-Laws Article II. K. Definition of Residency.)

Qil Painters of America offers the following membership types:

Associate- Work will be reviewed before initial acceptance. Paintings in any representational style will be considered.
Original work only. Copies from other artists or published material will not be accepted. Submission of two work samples
may be digital images emailed to jurying@oilpaintersofamerica.com No portfolios, please!

Student — Open to individuals interested in oil painting and between the ages of 14 and 23. A Student Member will have
the privilege of participation in the Student Annual Competition. Student membership does not include the right to vote or
to hold office. Work will be reviewed before initial acceptance. Paintings in any representational style will be considered.
Original work only. Copies from other artists or published material will not be accepted.

Student Associate — Open to individuals interested in oil painting and between the ages of 14 and 23. A Student
Associate Member will have the privilege of participation in all shows. Student Associate membership does not include
the right to vote or to hold office. Work will be reviewed before initial acceptance. Paintings in any representational style
will be considered. Original work only. Copies from other artists or published material will not be accepted.

Signature- artists who consistently demonstrate high-quality work and have been selected to participate in 3 national shows
(not necessarily consecutive) or two national and three regional OPA shows. Regional shows must be within the last five
years.

Associate members meeting these eligibility requirements may apply before October 15 for review and approval by the
OPA Board of Directors.

Master Signature- artists who have exhibited exceptional merit in their work and accomplishments in the field of art.
Signature members may apply before September 1 for review and approval by the OPA Board of Directors.

Collectors’ Circle — any individual interested in representational oil painting. Collectors’ Circle is a community of art
lovers and collectors interested in meeting like-minded people who share their enthusiasm for the arts and desire to support
artists.

International Associate — individuals who are not residents of North America. International Associates receive the digital
national exhibition catalog and the Brushstrokes newsletters. They are eligible to participate in the Spring Online
Showcase only.

Gallery- art galleries that represent at least 1 OPA member’s work at all times. Galleries apply online at
http://oilpaintersofamerica.com/resources/galleries.html.
